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Summary:-
This report sets out the City Council’s proposed actions in response to HGV parking on Council land.
Recommendation:-
It is recommended that Council approves the implementation of a physical access control system to prevent unauthorised parking by HGVs.
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1. BACKGROUND INFORMATION AND OPTIONS
1.1 Heavy goods vehicles (HGVs) parked without authorisation on Council-owned land at Borland Avenue, Botcherby, have previously resulted in a complaint from a resident, forwarded by County Councillor Betton.  An approach was made to the nearby Carnaud Metal Box factory management who undertook to remind drivers not to park on Council land.

1.2 Reports suggest that this request is still not being followed, and it may be the case that some infringements are unconnected with the factory.

1.3 Options:-

As the land in question is not classed as Highway, there is little that can be done in terms of enforcement.  The most cost-effective option is to prevent access for the HGVs to the land in question.

Quotations are being sought for a barrier or bollards to prevent access to the site by HGVs.  The work can be accommodated within existing resources.

4. REASONS FOR RECOMMENDATIONS
4.1 To provide a cost effective safe solution for local residents and prevent unauthorised HGV parking on Council land.
5. IMPLICATIONS
· Staffing/Resources –  N/A
· Financial – The installation of a barrier or bollard is below the de-minimis level for classification as capital expenditure.  The work described is therefore a revenue expense and is to be contained within existing revenue resources.  Any additional resources required will need to be contained within existing budgets or found from alternative sources such as external contributions or be subject to a request for a supplementary estimate or budget bid.
· Legal – The Local Government Act 2000 (Section 2) provides that the Council has the power to do anything which it considers likely to achieve the promotion or improvement of the economic, social or environmental well-being of its area.  The power may be used in relation or for the benefit of the whole or any part of the community or all or any persons present or resident in the Council’s area.
