The Committee notes the importance of ensuring that as much as possible of the information gathered as part of the Sports Facility Feasibility Study Exercise be used to inform other areas of work to ensure optimum value from the exercise."

The Chairman of the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee was present at the meeting and reported that the Committee had some concern that the Council had not gained as much as anticipated from the Study.  The Committee had also asked the Executive to look at further ways to assist the community based swimming pool project group in Brampton.

The Leisure, Culture and Heritage Portfolio holder responded that the information provided in the Sports Facility Feasibility Study would be useful in reviewing and updating the Sports and Physical Activity Strategy.  In relation to the Community based swimming project in Brampton, officers would continue to give advice and assistance on where to look for and how to present funding bids.
