Subject Matter

The Director of Development Services submitted a progress report (DS.64/08) on the adoption of the Carlisle & District Local Plan.  

The Director outlined the background of the Plan, from a draft paper in 2003 to an Inquiry in 2007 into outstanding objections.  She reminded Members that the Inspector had reported to the Council in April 2008 and that the Inspectors recommendations were binding to the Council and so had to be accepted.  She further explained that the Inspector was unable to report on the Habitat Regulations Assessment, as this document had not been completed.  As a result the final Habitat Regulations Report had been referred to the Secretary of State, who had recommended the inclusion of an additional policy to the Plan.   The Director outlined the alterations to be added to the Plan and circulated a copy of the Local Plan.  Members welcomed the Plan.
