RECESSION PLANNING – PROGRESS REPORT

Subject Matter

Pursuant to Minute EX.328/08, the Director of Corporate Services reported (CORP.86/08) on the impact of the recession and mitigating actions that was being taken to assist residents and businesses affected.  The report included an Action Plan which contained the action which had been followed by the Senior Management Team to monitor/mitigate the impact of the recession where possible.

She informed Members of the additional incomes which were being received by the Council from Central Government, and the impact on service provision for residents.  She also set out for Members support which was being provided for local businesses.  She added that the Head of Policy and Performance was working with Officers in Allerdale to identify relevant local performance indicators to assess the effects of the recession on Carlisle.

The Director also commented that the section of the City Council's website with regard to Recession Planning was now in operation and was providing a source of advice to residents and businesses.

Members in considering the report acknowledged the work which was being carried out and felt it was important that residents and businesses in the City were made aware of the support which was available.  Members also commented on concerns of landlords which regard to the Local Housing Allowance and consideration should be given as to how advice on the ways in which the allowance could be paid to landlords.
