NEXT STEPS

2.1
The consultants report contains a series of proposals and recommendations for revitalising and expanding the City Centre of Carlisle and improving movement into and around the City.  A detailed assessment of the report is now being undertaken by officers of the City Council and the County Council, in conjunction with the funders and other key stakeholders.

This assessment work will form the basis of a draft DF&MS policy statement for consideration by the Executive Committee on 19 March. Consultation on the draft policy statement will take place in accordance with standard procedures, including a meeting of the Infrastructure Overview & Scrutiny Committee (IO&S) on 28 April, before coming back for consideration by the Executive on 23 April. Subject to approval by the Executive the policy statement will be referred to Council for its meeting on 1 May 2007.
