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Summary:-
Rule 15.1 of the Overview and Scrutiny Procedure Rules deals with the procedure in respect of occasions where decisions taken by the Executive are urgent and where the call-in procedure should not apply.  In such instances the Mayor must agree that the decision proposed is reasonable in the circumstances and should be treated as a matter of urgency.

The record of the decision and the Decision Notice needs to state that the decision is urgent and not subject to call-in.  Decisions, which have been taken under the urgency provisions, must be reported to the next available meeting of the Council together with reasons for urgency.

At the meeting of the Executive on 29 June 2009 the Executive considered the following items which were referred to Council.
These items are to be considered by Council at its meeting on 14 July 2009.  If a call-in were to be received on these items, the call-in procedure would overlap the City Council meeting.  Members have received copies of the Officer’s reports and Minute Extracts in respect of these items with the papers for the Council meeting on 14 July 2009 and will have the opportunity to consider the Executive’s recommendation at that meeting.

ICT Shared Services Strategy
The item was exempt from call-in as any call-in would prejudice the Council’s interest by delaying the Council’s consideration of the ICT Shared Services Strategy and delaying unnecessarily the agreement of the strategy for the Carlisle/Allerdale Shared ICT Services Strategy.

Use of LABGI Fund to implement the Economic Strategy

This item was exempt from call-in as any call-in would prejudice the Council’s interest by delaying the implementation of proposals for using unallocated LABGI Funds to implement actions which would assist to help offset the impact of the recession.

Pay and Workforce Strategy Implementation

This item was exempt from call-in as any call-in would prejudice the Council’s interest by delaying the Council’s consideration of a request for approval of funding for the continuation of the project until the new implementation date.

At the meeting of the Executive on 9 July 2009 the Executive will consider the following items which are expected to be referred to Council on 14 July 2009.  Members have received copies of Officer’s reports with their papers for the Council meeting on 14 July 2009 and Minute Extracts will be circulated as soon after the meeting as possible.  Members will have the opportunity to consider the Executive’s recommendation at that meeting.

Pay and Workforce Strategy Implementation

It has been requested that this item should be exempt from call-in as any call-in would prejudice the Council’s interest by delaying consideration of the report and recommendations in respect of the implementation of the Pay and Workforce Strategy.  If the decision was to be called-in the call-in process would overlap the Council meeting.

Transformation Project – Re-structure
It has been requested that this item should be exempt from call-in as any call-in would prejudice the Council’s interest by delaying the Council’s consideration of the re-structure of the Senior Management Team as part of the Transformation Programme.  If the decision was to be called-in the call-in process would overlap the City Council meeting and would mean that the Council would not be able to meet the proposed timetable for considering the re-structure.

For the above reasons the Mayor has agreed that the above decisions are urgent and that the call-in process should not be applied.
