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Industrial Estates Meetings

The programme of Industrial Estate Network meetings organised jointly by the Economic and Community Development Business Unit and Property Services Business Unit continue to progress. Based on the successful formula at Kingstown, the first meeting of the Durranhill Estate businesses took place on the 7th September 2005. Murray Gibson the owner of Murray Gibson Services, who has a business on the estate, chaired the meeting. The following issues were highlighted, access on to the estate, signage and also questions relating to the demolition of the Rathbones factory. Copies of the Carlisle Renaissance Prospectus were circulated and discussed. The proposals were roundly welcomed, particularly the production of a Movement Strategy. The businesses attending all said they found the meeting useful and a date for a further meeting in January was set. 

The first meeting of the Rosehill Business Network took place on 18th September 2005. Issues raised by businesses were their concerns principally about security and access on and off the estate. 

The Willowholme Business Group continues to meet regularly. The last meeting was held on 28th September 2005.  This included a discussion about the future of the estate and the views of businesses will be sought by a confidential questionnaire.

Enhancements to Willowholme

Following the Council’s commitment to invest £200,000 in Willowholme, to date the following works have been undertaken:

· Pruning of the shrubbery at entrance to Willowholme

· New lighting columns have been installed - awaiting United Utilities connections (expected in Oct) before old columns are removed.

· Survey of road structure and traffic count has been carried out on Willowholme Road and Millrace Road.  The report from the contractor on the road condition is expected on 30th September - following receipt of this a programme of works will be finalised which will include carriageway & footway repairs, and pot gully replacement. 

· A survey of the estate name plates has been carried out and the new signs will be ordered once the details of the information board have been confirmed.

· Design of the chicanes / barriers on footpaths has been completed – a response to 3 quotes is awaited.

In addition Commercial and Technical Services Business Unit have cut back over grown trees and vegetation on Willowholme Road and Millrace Road.
Commercial Affinity Group

On Wednesday 12th October I attended the Affinity Group with representatives of many of the City Centre outlets.

Topics of discussion covered Carlisle Renaissance, particularly poignant, as the meeting took place on the morning following the second flooding of areas in our city.

Ian McNichols presentation was well received and further updates arranged.

Terrorist precautions and practices information was distributed with businesses encouraged to take a pro-active approach.

Footfall in the Lanes for September reported as 882,000, up .08% and trading described as good from the retailers present, with Christmas shoppers ‘out in force’.

Forthcoming Event

On the 2nd November 2005 the Economic and Community Development Unit is working with Quality Guild to promote an event to help businesses understand their responsibilities following changes in Fire Safety Legislation.  The event is being held at the Solway Business Centre.

Tourist Information Centre

Visitors through the door at Carlisle and Brampton Tourist Information Centres are down on last year by around 6%. This would seem to be in line with a fall in numbers at the City’s visitor attractions. This is not a local trend. English Heritage have noticed a decline in numbers at all their sites except Lanercost Priory. This downturn is reflected in TIC’s county –wide.

Carlisle & Hadrian’s Wall Country Holiday Guide 2006

Production of the 2006 Carlisle Holiday & Short Breaks Guide is underway. Hunter Johnstone have once again been chosen as the preferred designer because of their outstanding presentation and innovative design. The stunning new design features a die cut cover and will possibly be enhanced with gold print. In addition to the existing content, Cumbria’s Hidden Treasures will have a dedicated double page spread. The guide will be printed and ready for distribution along with its sister publication, Carlisle Places to Visit, in December.

Hadrian’s Wall Autumn Campaign

The Tourism Team are working with the Hadrian’s Wall Tourism Partnership to carry out an Autumn campaign promoting Hadrian’s Wall Country, predominantly a web based campaign using this year’s Holiday Guides. www.explorehadrianswall.com. This can be viewed on lastminute.com


Monthly Unemployment Briefing – September 2005

The September 2005 jobless and claimant count figures were released by the Office for National Statistics today.  The claimant count was taken on 2nd September 2005.

National Measures of Joblessness

These figures may be quoted by the national press but are not available for local areas and are provided for information only.  They should not be compared with those shown elsewhere in this report.

The jobless total for the UK (claimants and non claimants looking for work) fell by 7,000 in the 3 months to August 2005, giving a total of 1.42m.  The jobless rate is 4.7% nationally (these data are not produced at local level).  

The seasonally adjusted claimant count for the UK is 875,500, a rise of 8,200 from last month.  The rate is unchanged at 2.4% nationally (these data are not produced at local level).

The Claimant Count (not seasonally adjusted)

The number of people out of work and claiming benefit across the UK fell by 9,195 to 871,532.  The number of people out of work and claiming unemployment benefit in Cumbria fell by 89 to 5,542.  The male claimant count in Cumbria fell by 41 and the female claimant count fell by 48.  The number of claimants fell in all Local Authority Districts except Barrow and South Lakeland where the counts rose by 24 and 20 respectively.  The rate also fell in all Travel to Work Areas except Barrow, Penrith and Windermere where the counts rose by 40, 3 and 10 respectively.

Residence-Based Claimant Rate

The residence-based claimant count expresses the number of claimants in an area as a percentage of the working age population resident in that area.  

UK residence rate – was unchanged at 2.4%.

Cumbria residence rate – was unchanged at 1.9%, 0.5 below the UK rate.  

Cumbria male residence rate – was unchanged at 2.7%, 0.6 below the UK male rate.

Cumbria female residence rate – was unchanged at 1.0%, 0.3 below the UK female rate.
