Subject Matter

Pursuant to Minute EX.142/08 the Director of Development Services reported (DS.73/08) on the project to provide a site for the gypsy and traveller community.  She reminded Members that the report had been referred to the Community Overview and Scrutiny Committee at their meeting on 5 June but no business had been transacted at that meeting.  The Director reported that following the matter being considered by the Executive at its last meeting work in developing the bid proposals had progressed and discussions had taken place with members of the gypsy and traveller community with regard to the design layout and management of the site.  She set out for Members issues which had been raised by the gypsy and traveller community with regard to the provision of land for grazing and subsequent discussions which had taken place.  She also set out for Members information with regard to the financial implications of the proposal.  The Director added that following the discussions a further recommendation had been added to the recommendations agreed by the Executive under Minute EX.142/08.

Summary of options rejected

DECISION

The decision set out under Minute EX.142/08 regarding the gypsy and traveller site provision be endorsed to allow the project to progress but no agreement would be given at the present time with regard to a potential exchange of land for grazing purposes separate from the site negotiations already agreed.

Reasons for Decision

To enable the 9 month option to purchase the site to be completed on the bid for funding to be submitted to the Regional Assembly and the Department of Communities and Local Government.  If the bid is successful it would also enable the implementation of the proposals to set up a site for the Gypsy and Traveller Community.
