“The Community Services report CS.21/06 provides air quality information on areas of the City.  No mention is made of Caldewgate, the joining of Wigton Road, Newtown Road and Shaddongate at Paddy’s Market.  Can the Environment Portfolio Holder give details of pollution counts for the area, or if the monitoring equipment is still not working after the flood, make the equipment repair a priority?


The Executive Decision Notice 12 June 2006 meeting mentions meeting external agencies with a view to raising air quality.  Apart from an external agency to build a relief road for the West of the city, which agencies might they be, and what could they hope to achieve in the Caldewgate area?”

Councillor Bloxham, Portfolio Holder for Infrastructure and Environment, responded to Councillor Tootle’s question to the effect that air quality had been monitored in Caldewgate since November 2005 and relevant information was being collated and analysed.  The data had not identified that air quality levels exceeded the levels which had existed before the flood although levels in Finkle Street were close to those higher levels.  Discussions had been held with Economic Development, Planning, Highways and Public Transport Authorities to reduce the levels of nitrogen dioxide to within the safe parameters and whilst the outcome of these discussions would not solve the problem it was hoped that it would bring about improvements to air quality in the Paddy’s Market area.

Councillor Bloxham also added that the Council had now had to extend the Air Quality Zone to the James Street area as more pollutants entered the atmosphere.
