*LAND AT FIELD 448, FARLAM

The Director of Environment and Development submitted report EN.187/01 relating to the development of a site at Farlam.

The Director drew Members’ attention to reports (EN.92/00 and EN.135/00), attached as appendices to his report, detailing the background to the site and its development.  The point at issue was the levels on the site and, in particular, the profile of a bank between the house and the northern boundary of the site.   Following consideration of the previous report, it had been resolved that the regrading of the bank was acceptable and could be regarded as a minor amendment to the original proposal, provided that the remainder of the bank up to the eastern boundary was finished off in an appropriate manner.

A further letter had now been received from a neighbour alleging that the work to modify the bank had not been carried out and that the proposal therefore contravened the permission granted for the development.   A similar concern had also been expressed by the occupier of the adjoining property.

The Director reminded Members that the issue had been substantially resolved the previous year.  The only outstanding matter concerned the completion of the reprofiling of the bank.  A site visit had taken place recently to assess the latest position.  At that visit it became apparent that some further work had been carried out to the remainder of the bank.   A developer’s representative present on site contended that the work had been completed in full and it was clear that no further modification of the bank would be achieved without enforcement action.

The Director drew attention to photographs attached to his report representing the current state of the bank, together with the advice contained within PPG18.  He indicated that account required to be taken of the relationship between the site and neighbouring properties, commenting that it should be noted that the objector’s property was some 35 metres away from the top of the bank, with the neighbouring property being some 45 metres away, and there was a substantial hedge between the two sites.

In conclusion, the Director was of the view that the bank was acceptable and there was no case for further action.

RESOLVED – (1) That no further action be taken.

Appeal by Cumbria Constabulary against the decision to refuse to grant outline planning permission for a residential development at Scotby House, Scotby, Carlisle had been dismissed.

Appeal by Cumbria Park Hotel, 32 Scotland Road, Carlisle against the decision to refuse to grant planning permission for an extension of a second floor dormer window in the elevation to Mulcaster Crescent had been dismissed.

Appeal by D and H E Packman against the decision to grant planning permission subject to conditions in respect of the continued siting of a mobile home during the construction of a bungalow at 19 Sleetbeck Road, Roadhead had been allowed and planning permission granted subject to condition.

Appeal by Wm Coulthard Engineering Co Ltd against the decision to refuse to grant planning permission for the re‑opening of vehicular access to Eastern Way had been dismissed.
