Subject Matter

The Head of Planning and Housing Services reported on the production of a Management Plan for the North Pennines Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.  He informed Members that the Countryside and Rights of Way Act required all areas of outstanding natural beauty to have a Management Plan prepared for a 5 year period which would establish the objectives and priorities for work over that period.  He added that the initial plan period would end on 31 March 2009 and a new Management Plan was required to be in place for the following five years.  

The Head of Planning and Housing Services added that a new Management Plan had now been drawn up and a consultation draft had been circulated.  He added that in order that the new Management Plan could be in place by 31 March the Management Plan would need to be approved by all Councils included in the area of outstanding natural beauty and in that respect the plan would need to be submitted to and adopted by the meeting of the City Council on 3 March 2009.  The Head of Planning and Housing Services commented that a further report would be submitted to the meeting of the Executive on 16 February which would include proposed changes to the final version of the Management Plan as a result of the consultation response.

Members in considering the Action Plan noted that the Plan referred to the East Cumbria Countryside Project and it was agreed that this should be amended to the Council's Green Spaces Team or such other appropriate organisation.
