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Community Services

We have received confirmation that our bid to the Big Lottery Fund for £222,000 was successful, so work will now continue to develop the projects outlined in previous reports to Community O&S committees and the Executive, in order that they can begin from April 2008.

Officers from the Community Support team, with financial support from the Healthy Communities and Older People's Partnership, distributed over 500 'Keep Warm Keep Safe' packs which included a torch, radio, salt, gloves and foil blanket, to residents aged 75 and over in the Morton area.

This followed the success of a similar scheme in Botcherby last year and it is hoped that the scheme can be extended in 2008.

The County Council has confirmed that from April 2008, responsibility for the Sure Start Carlisle South Local Programme will be transferred to Barnardos, together with all the other Children's Centres in Carlisle district.

The Council's role as the Lead Body, although not its interest in the development of the programme, will therefore cease from that date.

The quality of the Council's youth work provision has been assessed by Youth Work in Cumbria Partnership who monitor all the County's commissioned services.

There are 4 levels of achievement, ranging from Level 1 - Emerging Service to Level 4 - Advanced Service.

We were awarded a level 3, with aspirations to be level 4. 

At a recent celebration event held in the Civic Centre, nearly 40 young people who have been involved in various youth projects during the year, attended to be awarded achievement certificates, including 21 who received OCN (Open College Network) Level 1 Certificates in Communication Skills. 

Hadrians Head

Tullie House Museum will be showing the magnificent bronze sculpture of the head of Emperor Hadrian from the British Museum in the Border Galleries from the 8th February 2008 - 14th April 2008. The launch event will be Thursday 7th February 2008, which will include a lecture by Thorsten Opper of the British Museum who is the curator of the major London exhibition about Hadrian, which opens 24th July 2008.
