DELIVERING CARLISLE RENAISSANCE

There was submitted Minute Excerpt EX.28/08 setting out the decision of the Executive on 18 February 2008. 

The decision of the Executive was –

“1.
That the response of the Corporate Resources Overview and Scrutiny Committee be noted.

2.
That the City Council be recommended to adopt and establish the proposed Delivery Model as set out in report CE.7/08 as part of the Council's policy framework.

3.
That the City Council be recommended to agree that the Public Sector representation on the proposed Carlisle Renaissance Board be increased to 4 Local Authority elected Members, 2 each nominated by the City Council and the County Council, and that the overall membership of the Board be increased to 12.

4.
That the City Council be requested to approve the release of funds to support the delivery of Carlisle Renaissance in accordance with the Council's budget resolution.

5.
That the Overview and Scrutiny Management Committee be requested to consider appropriate arrangements to enable scrutiny of Carlisle Renaissance proposals to be carried out by the City Council's Overview and Scrutiny Committees.”

RESOLVED – 1) That  as per minute reference OSM.04/08 the Overview and Scrutiny Management Committee would not exist in the next municipal year if recommendations earlier on the agenda were approved by Council.
