Introduction 

1.1
At the Development Control Committee on the 21 November 2003, the Members’ Planning Code of Good Practice was adopted and is now incorporated in the Council’s Constitution.

1.2
As Member planning training is taking place on the 21 January 2005 it was considered appropriate to remind Members of the Code and bring it to the attention of new Members on the Committee as it will undoubtedly be mentioned and discussed during the training.  A copy of the Code is attached at Appendix 1.

One particular issue that has arisen recently is the matter of site visits.  Section 7 on page numbered 389 of the Appendix deals with site visits and paragraph 7.2 sets down two criteria, one of which should be met to request a site visit.
