Carlisle Life Exhibition 

On 14 March Carlisle Life exhibition at Tullie House was opened by Fiona Armstrong the Border TV presenter.  The completely new gallery has been designed to take a fresh look at Carlisle’s recent past.  It focuses on the people of Carlisle and their stories and captures a flavour of life in Carlisle from Victorian times to the modern day.

After a lengthy consultation with the public, three themes were developed which run throughout the gallery - home, work and leisure.  Previously unseen objects from the Tullie House collections will be displayed, relating to subjects within these themes such as the State Management Scheme, transport, sport, recreation, country life and manufacture, to name a few.  Since the opening the Gallery has been extremely popular and has received very positive comments in the press and from visitor feedback.

Body Space  

‘Body Space’ is a new major Tullie House exhibition exploring the use and representation of clothing in contemporary art practice through work by ten leading contemporary artists including Caroline Broadhead, Rebecca Horn and Yinka Shonibare MBE.  The exhibition is supported by the Arts Council through the Grants for the Arts scheme.  This exhibition is one that has been designed, created and organised by Tullie House and is receiving interest from the national media. The exhibition is open until 4 May.

Hadrians Head 

In recognition of the importance of Hadrian in this region, the British Museum, through its partnership UK programme has lent for the first time one of its star pieces, a stunning bronze head of Emperor Hadrian that was found in the River Thames in 1834. The display at Tullie House was launched on 7 February and is on show within the Roman Gallery at Tullie House Museum and Art Gallery, Carlisle (8 February and 13 April 2008). The display has received excellent press coverage and has been extremely popular over the Easter period.

Easter Fun 

Tullie House has organised a programme of Easter activities - particularly targeted at families with young children. These activities have included Decorating Your Own Easter Egg, Make a Claymation Film, Explore Climate Change and Easter Animal Handling sessions.

Enjoy England Awards

Following Tullie House's success, when we won the North West Large Visitor Attraction of the Year Awards in October 2007, Tullie House has now been shortlisted to the final three visitor attractions for the Enjoy England - Awards for Excellence 2008.  The other two attractions are the Victoria and Albert Museum and the Imperial War Museum, Duxford - two large national museums!

Tennis Airdome

Council Members may be aware of the recent act of vandalism when the tennis airdome was damaged and put out of action.   I can advise that the culprit has been aprehended and that repair work has been completed.   The dome, which was due to be taken down at the end of April, has been packed away until the end of the summer when it will be set up again.   In the intervening period the existing security arrangements will be reviewed and strengthened.

Play Areas

The toddlers’ play equipment at Hammond's Pond (Upperby) has been significantly upgraded with the replacement of a number of worn out or obsolete units.  Green Spaces team, working with the Friends of Hammond’s Pond, have also removed a hedge to improve visibility between the junior and toddler play areas.
