An appeal by  Mr J D Steel against the City Council’s refusal to grant listed building consent for the removal of two derelict chimney breasts from old servants’ quarters to move main bedrooms away from Lonsdale Street and potential increase in noise pollution from Buskers/Village Night Club (amendment to Consent 03/1110), 35-37 Lonsdale Street, Carlisle was dismissed.

An appeal by Mr J G McCrorie against the City Council’s refusal to grant planning permission for a change into house to live in at 32 Geltsdale Avenue, Carlisle was allowed and planning permission granted subject to conditions.
