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1. Introduction

This report and attached action plan bring the partnership to the close of the financial year. The action plan reflects the committed spend for the financial year-end. The Information Management Section of Cumbria Constabulary has provided all figures presented.

The updated action plan is attached as appendix 1.

2.  Definition of Indicators

The four indicators relating to Crime and Disorder are as follows: -

BV126 Domestic Burglaries– Domestic burglaries per 1,000 households

BV127 Violent Crime - Violent crimes per 1,000 population, broken down to show: -

a. violent offences committed by a stranger per1,00 population

b. violent offences committed in a public place per 1,000 population

c. violent offences committed in connection with licensed premises per 1,000 population

d. violent offences committed under the influence per 1,000 population

N.B. these breakdowns are a new introduction for the current year so no comparative data is available for them.

LP134 Public Disorder– Number of public disorder incidents per 1,000 population

CV4 Recorded Crimes– Number of recorded crimes per 1,000 population

3. Funding Implications

As with the previous plan it is expected that there will be no additional funding implications at this stage. All elements of the action plan will be funded through existing or anticipated partnership funding.  This funding comes from the two local authorities, the Police and Building Safer Communities Home Office funding stream delivered through Government Office for the North West. In addition to this a separate stream has been announced for Basic Command Units. This will be managed by the Police Area Superintendent for North Cumbria but must have the approval of the Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnership.

The spending plans for 2004/2005 have been delivered in draft to Government Office North West. These plans have been agreed by the Leadership Group and represent the last opportunity to target our specific CDRP funds against our priorities for the strategy 2002-2005.

4. Significant changes since last report

These changes are based upon the year ending report for the financial year 2004/2005. 

BV126 Domestic Burglaries per 1000 population

Failed to meet target rate (13.4). Rate for year (13.22) higher than our target rate and higher that the rate for the last financial year (11.83).

BV127 Violent Crime per 1000 population

Failed to meet target rate (3.07). Rate for year (3.34) higher than our target rate and higher that the rate for the last financial year (2.93).

BV127b

Failed to meet target rate (5.69). Rate for year (6.36) higher than our target rate and higher that the rate for the last financial year (5.61).

BV127c

Failed to meet target rate (1.07). Rate for year (1.42) higher than our target rate and higher that the rate for the last financial year (1.10).

BV127d

Failed to meet target rate (2.87). Rate for year (3.05) higher than our target rate and higher that the rate for the last financial year (2.83).

LP134 Public Disorder per 1000 population

Failed to meet target rate (86.32). Rate for year (102.53) higher than our reduction rate and higher that the rate for the last financial year (99.05).

CV4 Recorded Crimes

Failed to meet target rate (103.95). Rate for year (110.51) higher than our target rate and higher that the rate for the last financial year (105.64)

5.   Recommendations:

That members approve the draft action plan and note both the recent initiatives and the poor performance in the key performance indicators. 

That members press for a fuller picture of performance that makes a sensible statement as regards under-reporting, under-recording and misrepresentation. Information for such a statement is available from the British Crime Survey; HMIC Crimes & Incidents Audits; and Academic Research.

That members recognise the need for the Leadership Group and Financial Sub-Group of the CDRP to commission work around the areas of poor performance:

· Burglary Dwelling

· Disorder

· Violent Crime

· Vehicle Crime

· Recorded Crimes

· Feelings of safety

That members ensure that the city’s best value and local performance indicators are included in the audit and strategy for 2005-2008.

 That members ensure that commissioned work around these performance indicators forms a significant part of the allocation of funding from BCU and BCSF funds in the financial years (05/06,06/07,07/08).
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
