Section 16 of the Schedule reads 

     as follows;

       (1) The holder of an entertainment licence may at any time apply to the appropriate

             authority for such variations of the terms, conditions or restrictions on or subject to 

             which the licence is held as may be specified in the application.

       (2) An authority to whom an application under sub-paragraph (1) above is made may:

(a) Make the variations specified in the application.

(b) Make such variations as they think fit including the imposition of terms, 

      conditions or restrictions other than those so specified ; or

(c) Refuse the application.

5) At the time of writing the report, replies are awaited from Planning Services, Environmental Protection, Cumbria Constabulary and Cumbria Fire and Rescue Service.

6) This application has been advertised in the local newspaper.  The reply date is Saturday 4th June 2005 and the application will be brought back before the next Panel should any representations be made before that date.
