DOG CONTROL ORDERS - CLEAN NEIGHBOURHOODS AND ENVIRONMENT ACT 2005 (Key Decision)

Subject Matter

The Director of Community Services submitted Report CS.46/06 detailing new legislation under the provisions of the Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 with regard to dog fouling and the control of dogs.

The City Council had adopted powers under the Dogs (Fouling of Land) Act 1996 and it was now necessary to reintroduce the same provisions under a dog control order.

The Director submitted three Dog Control Orders and sought authority to commence the statutory public consultation process by way of advertisement in the local press.

The offences for which dog control orders are proposed were:-

(a) failing to remove dog faeces;

(b) not keeping a dog on a lead;

(c) not putting and keeping a dog on a lead when directed to do so by an authorised Officer.

Summary of options rejected

DECISION

1.  That the Executive support proposals to make Dog Control Orders under the Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 as set out in this report and to set the level of Fixed Penalty Charge at £50 for the offences, and authorises the necessary consultation and notification procedures to be carried out in accordance with the relevant statutory requirements.

2.  That the Director of Community Services be requested to arrange for a roadshow to visit all Neighbourhood Forums to explain the measures in the Orders to the public.

Reasons for Decision

The introduction of measures for the control of dogs to enable enforcement measures to be taken to deal with irresponsible dog owners will help provide clean, green and safe neighbourhoods.
